VILLAGE HALL COMMITTEE

Letter received from Village Hall Committee thanking the Parish Council for their support and grants for Phase One. 

Phase Two of the Village Hall Refurbishment is now at planning application stage and will involve improved disabled access, new toilets, kitchen and meeting room.  Total estimated budget for this is £140,000.  To this end they have secured a £70,000 grant from SSDC, however the work must commence before March 2010.  The Management Committee is required to raise the equivalent amount through charitable organisations and its own resources.  They request the Parish Council’s continued support.  Copies of the plans were viewed.

The Parish Council agreed to include item on the Agenda for the Precept Meeting in November.
