(ii) 09/04628/FUL The formation of a vehicular access and driveway.  20 Hill View Main Street Mudford Yeovil Somerset BA21 5TH.  Refused.

Letter to be sent to Somerset County Council Transport Development Group pointing out that A359 Main Street Mudford is 30mph speed restriction and not 40.  Concern over vehicles reversing onto the highway.

REPORTS BY DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLORS, POLICE, VILLAGE HALL COMMITTEE,  YARLINGTON HOMES:

Police – PCSO Jan Sparkes unable to attend and PCSO Thelma Mead attended in her place.  It was reported that vehicle stolen and another break-in and several other incidents took place in the early hours of Friday 19th February.  Mr Hardes was very impressed with the service given by the police.

Village Hall Committee – Planning and listed building permission has now been granted
Yarlington Homes – The grant made to SSVCA towards the community transport will be deducted at £18 from each monthly bill for a year. Lack of support for events at the sheltered housing scheme due to residents now being younger and not so reliant on local events.

Street lamps still have not been changed in Hales Meadow and No. 3 outside 23 Hales Meadow is not working.  The replacement street lamps throughout the village have still not been changed over and old lamp standards still to be removed.

Litterbin outside the Village Stores is not being emptied on a regular basis.

(a) Highways matters throughout the Parish 

Drains on Mudford Hill have been excavated and litter pick undertaken.

Water on the road in Hummer Lane being dealt with by Trent Parish Council.

Following last Parish Council Meeting the Clerk contacted the Environment Agency who inform her that the debris in the river are the responsibility of the land owners on each bank of the river and they have been asked to deal with this problem.  If no action has been taken contact Mr Scadden at Bridgwater again and he will chase up. He forwarded two leaflets Environment Agency Living on the Edge and Wessex Water Authority Land Drainage Byelaws – copy to be forwarded to Mr. Bartlett for his information.  Works being undertaken to the flood bank behind the motor cycle shop.

(b) Cemetery Maintenance 

Following complaints regarding moles excavating in the cemetery a quotation was sought from The Wessex Molecatcher at a cost of £45 for the first mole, £20 each subsequent mole and if none caught no fee.  Proposed by Mrs Rowlands, seconded by Mr. Hardes and unanimously agreed to go ahead with the work to clear the moles.

Proposed by Mrs Rowlands, seconded by Mr. Hardes and unanimously agreed to approve email address for the clerk only clerk@mudfordparishcouncil.gov.uk   at a cost of £25 to set up plus £7.50p. This is to enable an easy hand-over on the retirement of Dinah Cheek as Clerk.  Website to remain as at present.

Financial Risk Assessment – Annual Review.  All risk assessment matters reviewed and approved as reports attached.

Fireproof box to have 2 keys one with Chairman and one with Vice Chairman to be opened in the event of an emergency by the Chairman/Vice Chairman in the presence of another councillor.  A second external hard-drive to be purchased  for backing up the computer. Clerk to also enquire of the IT Department at South Somerset District Council as to whether they have a backup facility which the Parish Council could use.
