Reiterate previous comments

Both developments concern over drainage into the River Yeo and runoff of hard surfacing affecting the flood plain and down stream to Mudford with the possibility of increased flooding.

Increased traffic movements particularly at the junction of Lyde Road with Mudford Road and Primrose Lane at the boundary of Mudford on the A359

Additional comments

Concern over the silt and soil erosion of the hillside during the building process.

No building materials to be brought along the A359 via the weight restriction zone.

Concern over the lack of medical care and all other facilities necessitating access to all services being across Lyde Road.

The Area South Joint Committee will be discussing these applications at their meeting on Wednesday 4th March.

County Councillor

County Councillor Sam Crabb reported that his Division includes parts of Area South, East and North and following the introduction of the Joint Area Committees is required to attend all three committees on which he has full voting rights.  This County Councils’ Council Tax is 2.75% with 2.5% for the 2 years after.  

There are County Council and European Elections on the 4th June 2009.

Following the election each County Councillor will have a Community Grant of £15,000.

Received information regarding the installation of the pedestrian crossing which is to take place after the 1st April 2009.  As part of the scheme additional lighting to be installed.

There is a bench in Lyme Regis similar to the one we are hoping to install in the play area.

Rubbish is not being collected from the footpath running from Main Street to Hales Meadow and the signs and barriers used for the electricity works in the footpath have not been removed.  Clerk to contact Scottish and Southern Energy to request removal.

26. MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES:
(a) Highways matters throughout the Parish and Pedestrian Crossing Update

Had a constructive meeting with representatives from South Somerset Highways and South Somerset District Council Technical Department and District Councillor Tony Capozzoli regarding drainage and flooding in the Parish. 

Final consultation and public notices regarding the Pedestrian Crossing have been sent and displayed on the noticeboard and in the Western Gazette.

(b) Playing field maintenance and seat.  Request to be made for grant for the seat following County Council elections in June.  

Clerk to ascertain cost of new litterbin in playing field.  Vandal proof sign with metal backing for play area to be erected. Padlock required for large gate to the play area. Request Dog Warden for signs for playing field.  

(c) Parish Plan update.  Proposed by Mr. Bartlett and seconded by Mrs. Barlow and approved with one abstention (requires to read the plan before agreeing) that the updated Parish Plan be approved.  Tim Cook, Community Development Officer is to provide, under licence, a map of the Parish and the development limit for inclusion in the final plan.  The next stage is approval by South Somerset District Council and printing of the final plan.  Mrs. Rowlands, Mr. Hardes and one other to drive forward the program and to be included on the Agenda for the next Parish Council Meeting.

(d) BT Payphone Removal Programme.  Nothing to report.

(e) Dog waste bin Primrose Lane and Anti litter and dog fouling signs.  South Somerset District Council Environment Team to look into enforcement and await the results of this before providing a bin. South Somerset Highways in agreement with positioning of bin.

Request litter pick throughout the village from Yeovil to Hinton Cross.

(f) Bus Shelter and timetable board.  Not budgeted for in the Precept however Clerk to contact Transport Section of Somerset County Council and Mike Johns from South Somerset District Council and report back to next meeting.

(g) Matters received by the Clerk since the publication of the Agenda

Letter received from Mrs Barbara Strong Chairman of Yeovil Without Parish Council who is the Parish Representative on the Joint Area South Committee which covers Mudford Urban and asking if there are any issues we wish to be raised.
