Grant applications – Mudford Village Hall, Citizens Advice Bureau, Victim Support, Shopmobility, SSVCA, Yeovil Freewheelers E.V.S.  Proposed by Mr. Hardes and seconded by Mr. Brown and unanimously resolved to make a capital grant of £10,000 to Mudford Village Hall under Section 19 (3) LGA 1976 (Mrs Rowlands did not vote following declaring a personal interest)

It was resolved to make a grant of £200 to be made to SSCAB, payment of this grant being made under Section 142 of LGA 1972.

In accordance with its powers under section 137 of the Local Government Act 1972 it was Resolved to grant £200 to SSVCA with the proviso that this be used for community bus service for Mudford sheltered housing residents.

Meeting to be held on Thursday 28th January 2010 to approve loan and complete all the necessary paperwork for submission by the end of the financial year.  

The Clerk having consulted with Henry Lovegrove regarding any increase due to additional work regarding the loan his quotation of £144.72p. approved and confirmed to engage Henry Lovegrove as Internal Auditor for the 2009/2010 annual audit.
