Request for previous Mudford resident to move back to the sheltered housing at Milton House was passed to Geoff Brown who made the necessary contacts.

MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES:
(a) Cemetery – maintenance of cemetery including paths.  K M Dike to continue with cemetery maintenance for the foreseeable future.  Clerk to make enquiries of Mudford, Chilton and Ashington Churches and Mr. Dike regarding the sale of the cemetery mower which was purchased in March of 2007 at a cost of £774.99p. (including VAT). 

Approval given for cheque in payment for works being undertaken to the paths by Steven Lloyd to be signed when invoice received by the Clerk.  Agreed not to extend the paths in the cemetery at present.

Approval given to the Clerk for the purchase of computer software for maintaining the records of the cemetery.  Clerk is attending Cemetery Management Course on 30th September 2008 and this may provide an opportunity to purchase the required software.

(b) Highway Matters and Pedestrian Crossing Update

Works to the road at Up Mudford have been approved and patching works have been undertaken to improve matters and ensure the road is in a suitable condition for this coming winter with further works to install a concrete slab throughout the farm’s frontage will follow in due course.

Other reported highway items have not been done yet.  Clerk to follow up. 

Zebra crossing works due to commence in late autumn.  Agreement has been reached regarding the works to the wall outside Carpenters Cottage together with the moving of the telegraph pole.

Drainage works at Hinton to be undertaken shortly.

(c) Playing field Inspection Reports and provision of seating.

Inspection reports noted.

Mr. Bartlett to enquire again regarding availability of seating from South Somerset District Council.
