OPEN SESSION
Details of the Mudford Village Hall Renovation Project, Strategic Plan, Business Plan and Analysis Scheme June 2007 were presented to the Meeting.  There is Plan A for £500,000 with the Big Lottery Fund bid for £370,000, which is at Stage 1.  Provisional grants from County and District of £70,000 and the work would commence 2009/2010.  Plan B is in three phases, phase 1 being £100,000 and will be funded by smaller grants and work will commence as soon as possible.

Request received for funding from the Parish Council the last grant being made for £1,000 in the financial year 05/06.  Consideration and decision to be made in Financial Matters as to grant to be made to the Village Hall.

Village Hall Committee to request South Somerset District Council with the support of the Parish Council to extend the car park over the grassed area at the rear of the car park and for the removal of the recycled paper bin.  District Councillor Tony Capozzoli to be kept informed.

Parish Councillor Graham Hardes as Environment Warden for the Parish has notified the District Council of abandoned car.

Parishioner Mrs. Streeter requested replacement of damaged dog bin in Village Hall Car Park.  Clerk to ascertain insurance situation and availability of replacement together with costs.

Concern was also expressed as the condition of the poplar trees in the playing field.  Parish Councillor Stephen Bartlett and Barbara Collier from SSDC to tour the Parish with regard to trees.

Police

South Somerset Homes

The Clerk had informed Allianz Cornhill that the works were being undertaken but any insurance and health and safety issues have been the responsibility of South Somerset Homes as agreed.

Revisions to National Agreement for Clerks Model Contract of Employment and Salary update.  Parish Councillors Yvonne Rowlands, Stephen Bartlett and Graham Hardes finalised the agreement.  Alterations to be made and checked and to be signed at the next meeting.

Setting of Precept for 2008-2009.

Proposed by Mr. Langmead and seconded by Mr. Brown and unanimously agreed to set the Precept at £15,000.  Budgeting for the Precept figures as attached the only alteration being an addition of £1,000 to the estimated outgoings for the Village Hall increasing the Estimated Outgoings 1.10.07 – 31.3.08 to £16,515 leaving an estimated balance available for 2008/2009 of £6,601.30p. 

Proposed by Mr. Hardes and seconded by Mr. Brown and unanimously agreed to set up a website with Vision ICT at the special offer price of £150 in the first year (normally £250) renewable at £100 each year after and with a .gov address at a cost of £100 for first two years and £50 thereafter.   Initially the website would be set up and in future other facilities to be considered i.e. a .gov email address and other provisions.  It was agreed to only have Parish Councillors addresses but no phone number or email address.  Information, photographs and logo to be provided for setting up website.
