PLANNING:

(a) PLANNING DECISIONS: 

(i) 09/01455/LBC Installation of a new boiler and alterations to fenestration. Green Close Flat Green Close Hinton Mudford Yeovil Somerset.  Granted. Noted.

Concern was express regarding the lack of co-ordination between South Somerset District Council Planning Department, the Ward Member and the Parish Council.  Previously when the Ward Member is consulted a copy is sent to the Parish Council.  This was not the case with this application and the decision notice was dated 4th June 2009 and the Parish Council only received a letter explaining the decision and the consultation with the Ward Member on 13th July 2009.  Letter of complaint to be sent to Chief Executive of SSDC.

(b) PLANNING APPLICATIONS: 

(i)
 09/02606/FUL The installation of one conservation roof light, one pair of French doors and change of carport to enclosed garage.  7 Barn Court Sock Lane Mudford Yeovil Somerset BA21 5TW. 

Following a vote no objection and recommend approval.  The only comment is that the changing of the carport into an enclosed garage changes the character of the development.

(c) PLANNING CORRESPONDENCE: 

South Somerset District Council Local Development Framework

The Local Development Framework is required to allocate new development sites for both housing and employment for the period 2006-2026, with the focus of major growth placed upon Yeovil, thereafter the district’s major towns and rural centres.  As part of the process of finding suitable sites for development the Peripheral Landscape Study has been undertaken for Yeovil to ascertain what sites are still available as the Adopted Local Plan has now been superseded as from 26th April 2009.  The Chairman and Clerk have attended several meetings when the Local Development Framework has been discussed and will continue to keep the Parish Council informed and a meeting is to be set up with the Planning Policy Team Leader.

23. CLERKS REPORT

· The seat and sign in the play area have been installed and the 2 litterbins are due for installation shortly.

· The zebra crossing is being constructed at present and should be completed within the next two weeks.

· Drainage works in Main Street are to be undertaken at the same time as the crossing.

· Connection of the new street lighting throughout the village and lighting to the 30mph signs are due shortly.

· A request for spring bulbs has been confirmed with South Somerset District Council.  Volunteers required again this year please.

· Location of “Horse warning” signs to be at junction of Sock Lane and A359, Stone Lane near to Stone Farm and just past Rivermead on West Mudford Road before the bend at the junction with Droveway Lane.  The “Road Liable to Flooding” sign just past the junction with Droveway Lane to be moved to the same location as the “Horse Warning” sign near to Rivermead as it is restricting access for farm vehicles to one of the fields.

· Works to the playing field and cemetery have been completed.

24. District Councillor Tony Capozzoli reported installation of village stones at all the entrances

to Ilchester.  

Following reports the speeding traffic through Chilton Cantelo being looked into.

Speeding Pen Mill Feeds lorries in West Mudford Road on route to Ashington was also discussed.  

Requested the Parish Council give some thought to the forming of “clusters” of villages and which area Mudford would wish to join.

Fly tipping to be reported to SSDC as refuse collections do not cover this.  Graham Hardes is the Environment Warden so either report to him or direct to SSDC.
