7. PLANNING:

(a) PLANNING DECISIONS:

(i) 08/05359/FUL The erection of a building comprising farm shop and ancillary tea room with car parking and building to form animal interpretation area.  Longcroft Farm Stone Lane Yeovil Somerset.  Application Withdrawn.

(ii) 09/00249/LBC Internal and external alterations and repairs.  Mudford Memorial Village Hall Main Street Mudford Yeovil Somerset BA21 5TE.  Granted.

(iii) 09/00601/FUL Alterations and extensions to public house (Revised Application).  Half Moon Inn Main Street Mudford Yeovil Somerset BA21 5TF.  Granted.

(b) PLANNING APPICATIONS:

(i) 09/01425/FUL The erection of a farm shop and tea room with ancillary car parking.  Longcroft Farm Stone Lane Yeovil Somerset 

Meeting closed so the Applicant’s Agent made a statement regarding the application and answered questions.

Meeting opened for consideration of the application.

Recommended approval with one abstention subject to conditions with the following comments and concerns.

1. To improve safety the 30mph limit at the bottom of Stone Lane should be extended.

2. A survey to be undertaken of the trees on the south side of the site and the impact on wildlife in the area.

3. Opening hours should be restricted 10-6 on Sunday

4. Remain part of agricultural holding and not be sold off

5. A scheme for non intrusive lighting to prevent light pollution

(ii) 09/01455/LBC Installation of a new boiler and alterations to fenestration.  Green Close Flat Green Close Farm Hinton Mudford Yeovil Somerset.

Proposed by Mr. Hardes seconded by Mr. Brown and unanimously agreed to object to this application as insufficient plans and not enough detail to make a decision.  Concerns over safety of siting of ramp including width, height, safety rail and encroachment onto drive which may affect ability to turn into the drive from the highway in one manoeuvre.

8. REPORTS BY DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLORS, POLICE, VILLAGE HALL COMMITTEE, YARLINGTON HOMES

County Councillor Sam Crabb made report during the Annual Parish Meeting.

District Councillors Tony Capozzoli reported meetings attended since the last Parish Council Meeting including Flooding Meeting with County, District Officers and the Parish Council.  Some of the matters raised at this meeting have been dealt with however the Clerk reported that no report or schedule of works still to be completed has been forthcoming. 

Chilton Cantelo School has new dormitories

He will be attending the farewell briefing by the Commanding Officer at RNAS Yeovilton on 17th June.  Helicopters from Germany and Northern Ireland are to be based at Yeovilton which will mean the building of 600 houses in Yeovilton and the restricted Noise Zone may eventually go.

The Clerk reported that have little or no contact with the PCSO since the area changes.

Village Hall Committee – Clare Bartlett

Renovations almost completed which included removal of the suspended ceiling, rewiring, new lighting, panelling, skirting boards with hidden heating pipes, French drain, extra insulation in the roof and maintenance to the roof.  Complete redecoration and new curtains.  The Grand Opening is on Thursday 21st May at 11 a.m. with the Village Café from 10a.m. to 12 noon.

This is the first phase with the extension, disabled access and new entrance to follow when funds are available.

Yarlington Homes – Geoff Brown

Social activities are reduced, this may be because the average age of residents is 74/75 and most are disabled.  Yarlington Homes are going through re-management and re-organisation.

The Parish Councillors asked for their thanks for holding the meeting in the Residents Lounge be passed on.  Mr. Brown was thanked for all his work making the arrangements and setting out the room for the meeting.

9. MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES:

(a) Parish Plan – Future updating.  The Parish Plan has now been published and copies handed to Parish Councillors, County and District Councillors.  Copies are available from the Chairman or Clerk and will be available at the Village Café.  Clerk to send official thank you to Tim Cook for all his help and for undertaking the printing.  A copy is to be published on the Website.

The Clerk reported that an updated interactive website was available from Vision ICT and at a further cost questionnaires and instant voting available.  

(b) Playing field – Litterbin, sign and seat costings. 

Litterbin – Proposed by Mrs Rowlands and seconded by Mrs Barlow and unanimously agreed to purchase two metal litterbins (same design as the dog waste bin but with appropriate notice) at a cost of £149 each plus £7.50p. delivery each, includes all fixings from JRB Enterprise Ltd.

Sign – Proposed by Mrs Rowlands and seconded by Mrs Barlow and unanimously agreed to purchase sign for playing field at a cost of £49.95p. plus £30 for installation from Sign Solutions (South West Limited).

Seat – Unanimously agreed to purchase a large seat with backrest 1.8m at a cost in January 2009 of £210 plus VAT plus delivery.  Clerk to check costings and order as necessary from Green-Tech Ltd.  

Ramps to playing field – Proposed by Mr. Hardes, seconded by Mr. Brown and unanimously agreed to accept K M Dike’s quotation for two ramps at the top end of the playing field to enable easy access from Hales Meadow for disabled parishioners at a cost of £284.32p. plus VAT

Mr. Capozzoli left the meeting at 9.20 p.m.

(c) Bus shelter costings – The cost of a Queensbury cantilever bus shelter is approximately £2517 plus VAT.  Permission has been sought from County Highways and advice from South Somerset District Council and information on grants available and to be included in next year’s budget.

(d) Cemetery – Maintenance and Cemetery Registers - Updated copies provided for Chairman and Vice Chairman.  Quote received from K M Dike regarding cleaning of the paths and agreed to request work to be undertaken for the lower sum of £150.  Moss killing and maintenance of the paths to be included in maintenance quotation for next year.

The condition of the refurbished gate and seat is unsatisfactory with unsuitable treatment used.  To be refurbished again next year and an item to be included on the next Agenda.

(e) Highway matters throughout the Parish and Pedestrian Crossing – discussed earlier in the meeting. Installation of the Pedestrian Crossing is scheduled to take place in June.

Invoices, cheques, bank statements checked by Mr. Hardes.  Cheques approved and signed as above.

(b) Insurances - Annual Renewal

The Internal Audit recommended an increase in the Fidelity Guarantee insurance from £20,000 to £23,000 to cover the increased balances.  The insurance for the mower has been deleted and the cost at renewal is £527.86p. All the necessary forms for the increase in Fidelity Guarantee insurance completed and signed by the Chairman and Clerk.  Insurances having been reviewed it was unanimously agreed to renew at a cost of £527.86p.

(c) Annual Return and Accounts

The Annual Accounts and Annual Return for 2008/2009 were confirmed and signed.  The Notice of Appointment of Date for the Exercise of Electors’ Rights has been posted on the noticeboard from 5th April 2009 with the inspection period starting on 20th May and the submission for the audit by 19th June 2009.

The Internal Auditors comments were presented to the Parish Council and recommendations have been addressed.

PAYE Annual Return has been completed online providing a £75 discount for 2009/2010.  This is the final discount for completing returns online as from 2010 it is a statutory requirement.

(e) Annual Review of Salary of Clerk – Recommendations from NALC and SLCC have not yet been received.  Proposed by Mrs Rowlands, seconded by Mr. Hardes and unanimously agreed that any salary increase is to be backdated to 1st April 2009.
