(b) Following the request by the County Highways to the owners of Trinity to cut back hedge from narrow footpath this had been done but hedge needs cutting back more severely.  It was reported that the house is now up for sale.  Make further request to County Highways.

(c) Ongoing concern over the drains in the Main Street during heavy rain and further problems this week regarding sewerage.  The drains and the pumping station are inadequate.  County Councillor Sam Crabb to follow up.

Thank you all for coming tonight the Council has been busy in the past year, we have had several planning issues.

The crossing has been finalised and should be started soon.

We have monitored the recreation ground and are hoping to replace the litterbins and repair the entrance from Hales Meadow into the field by the long gate.

It was sad that we lost our Post Office in spite of all the hard work by the Parish Council, Parishioners and Angela.  

We have maintained the Cemetery this year and will continue to do so.

The Parish Plan is now completed and copies are available from the Clerk or Chair.

A big thanks to everyone who helped to plant the bulbs last autumn, they looked fantastic this spring. 

The Parish Council has given large grants to the village hall refurbishment, and we hope the parishioners will enjoy using the amenities and keep the community spirit and wellbeing of the village.

Thanks to all who have participated in village activities and may we continue to enjoy and cherish our village.

4. OPEN SESSION

Front gardens have been dug out for parking in a number of the houses above the footpath in the Main Street causing soil and materials to wash down in pavement and into the drains. Clerk to be given a list of those affected so the Highway Authority can be contacted with regard to dropped kerbs.

County Councillor Sam Crabb reported that Operation Relentless was being undertaken by the Police which included community speed watch, and meeting being held this evening at Chilthorne Domer Village Hall with the Police and other agencies.  Police consultation has taken place with school children from Yeovil and Ilchester.

The pedestrian crossing is to be installed within the next month or so.

Commodore Chris Palmer is leaving RNAS Yeovilton in July 2009 and Brigadier of Marines is taking over.

Nominations for the County Council Elections on the 4th June have closed and the candidates for Ilchester are Michael William Bestwick, Sam Crabb, Colin Winder.  European Elections take place on the same day.

Attended last full Joint Council Meeting on Wednesday as did Mr. Capozolli and Mr. Winder.  SCC expecting to receive shortly a majority of funds invested in Iceland.

Mr. Langmead commented on the condition of the roads in the area and throughout Somerset.  Mr. Crabb suggested that the Parish Council contact Andrew Milne at County Highways with a copy to Ian and Sam.  

Concern was expressed with regard to speeding in the village and Mr. Crabb suggested requesting signs to ascertain the speed of traffic.

Mr. Crabb left the meeting to attend further meetings at Chilthorne Domer and Ilchester.
